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The gospel for today comes from Matthew, chapter 2
Glory to you, O Lord.

3 Now after the magi had left, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream and
said, “Get up, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and remain there until | tell
you, for Herod is about to search for the child, to destroy him.” " Then Joseph got up, took
the child and his mother by night, and went to Egypt "> and remained there until the death
of Herod.
